e Gather all materials needed for the session.

e Develop a list of possible questions participants might have during the meeting. Create
potential responses to be explored through informal conversation. Review any key
terms or ideas that may be unclear.

e On the day of the meeting, test the audio and video equipment.

Session Qutline
Introduction (5 min)

e Ask participants about their questioning tactics:
o What are some of the ways you ask questions in your program?
e Guide the discussion and highlight any questions that are open-ended, thought-
provoking, or scientific.
e Participants will see an expert in action as they help out youth who are struggling with a
circuitry task.

See the Skill in Action (10 min)

e Play the Let there be Light! video-based learning module video one time through. Ask

participants to write down the things the facilitator says.
o What does the facilitator say to encourage youth thinking? How does he say it
(what is his tone of voice)?
e Play the video again and this time put a STAR next to questions that support youth to
explain their thinking.
Conclusion (5 min)

e Reflect on what kinds of questions the facilitators are asking. (Spend 3-5 minutes here
and let participants think and work.)
o What kinds of questions do the facilitators use?
o How do youth respond?
o Can you use any of these in your practice?

After the Session

e Follow up with participants to offer to observe them using questions in their setting.
